BIB INTRODUCTION

● Identification number (BIB) is a must for athletes participating in the race.
● Athletes will not be able to enter the race and will not receive results without wearing a 

BIB.
● The different BIB colors and the respective distance categories that they represent

To help avoid confusion, the BIBs for each distance will be colored differently:

Marathon Half Marathon 10KM

5KM Marathon Pacer Half Marathon Pacer

KIDS RUN 3KM KIDS RUN 1.5KM Corporate



Important emergency contact information is printed on the back of 
the BIB. Athletes please provide complete information on the back 
of the BIB. Emergency contact must be available on race day and 
not competing. If an international number is provided below, please 
ensure that it has the correct international dial code.

The emergency phone number is printed on the back of the BIB (the 
emergency phone number only works on the race day of September 
15th, 2024).

The “BIB is a passport” so the organizer can identify, control and ensure the safety of athletes when you 
participate in the 3rd Edition of the Techcombank Ha Noi International Marathon.

*HOW TO WEAR BIB:

1. Pin down or use a race belt with toggles at all four corners of your BIB and wear it on your chest or belly so 
the system can identify you, making sure no information is obscured.

2. Ensure emergency contact details are written on the back of your BIB.

3. Do not alter, modify, fold or crumple your BIB.

4. Do not remove the timing chip tag.

Since the Start Line for the Marathon and Half Marathon distance and the Finish Line for the 3rd Edition of Techcombank 
Hanoi International Marathon being located at different places, runners will need to drop off their event bags at the Start 
Line and collect them at the Finish Line. Athletes should note to drop/receive their event bags within their designated 
running time frame. We will only keep items that are placed in the event loot bag provided by the organizers.

You will receive a numbered sticker to claim your belongings after completing your race at the Finish Line.

RULES AND REGULATIONS

● The organizer only accepts event loot bags without valuable or dangerous items.
● Runners should be on site 1 hour before the Start Time to avoid a crowded line up to Bag Drop.
● Items in bags that are dropped and not retrieved after 11:00 AM on September 15, 2024, will be 

transferred to the Sunrise Events Vietnam office for storage until Friday, September 20, 2024. Please 
contact email: marathontcbhn@sunriseevents.com.vn to get the bag back.

● After December 20, 2024, the organizer has full discretion on the items in these bags.

Cut-Off Time is the longest time limit for participants to complete the race with previously registered 
distance by passing at the end of the race route (Finish Line). The Cut-Off Time of each distance will 
be completely different from the others. Time for each participant will begin as soon as they cross the 
timing line at the Start Line. Any participant who does not complete the race course before the 
Cut-Off Time will receive a DNF result (Did Not Finish), and the organizers will provide transportation 
for the athletes to the Finish Area.



OUTSTANDING LANDMARKS ON THE RACE

Hoan Kiem Lake, the heart of the capital, is a 
profound cultural and historical symbol of Hanoi 
city.

Coming to Hoan Kiem Lake, you will admire 
the bright red The Huc Bridge leading to the 
sacred Ngoc Son Temple, enjoy the fresh green 
space and clean air, helping you recharge your 
energy and gain inspiration to overcome the 
challenges ahead.

Hanoi Opera House, a masterpiece of 
architecture and rich in cultural value, is a 
convergence of art and history. Located in the 
heart of the capital, the opera house was built in 
the early 20th century with classical French 
architecture, offering a magnificent and 
sophisticated beauty.

HYDRATION STATION

The 3rd Edition of the Techcombank Hanoi 
International Marathon has 31 hydration stations 
included 2 stations at Start Line (1 for the 
Marathon - Half Marathon distance and 1 for the 
5km - 10km distance) and 1 station at Finish Line.

The functions of hydration stations include an aid 
station and a medical station, or solely an aid 
station. The locations of the stations below are 
only expected. The actual locations may be 
changed by the organizers without prior notice.

Each hydration station will have 3-4 designated 
waste disposal areas. These areas are for 
discarding paper cups, gel wrappers, banana peels, 
and so on. Please dispose of items in the 
appropriate bins to maintain the urban aesthetic 
and uphold the image of the competition.

Note: Discarding items on any other part of the 
course except at designated drop zones may result 
in littering infringement or disqualification.

MEDICAL STATION

Your safety is of utmost importance to us. If you 
are unsure about your ability to complete the 
race or are not feeling physically fit in the lead up 
to the event, we highly recommend you seek 
medical advice from your doctor. Basic first aid is 
available throughout the event. If you require 
medical attention, we recommend that you visit 
our Information Booth or Medical Station.

Medical staff will be situated in a variety of 
positions on race day. Basic first aid can also be 
obtained at medical stations. We recommend 
that you have full personal insurance for this 
event.

AID STATION

Aid Station will offer:

• Toilets
• Energy Gel (Marathon and Half Marathon)

The race course has 28 aid stations for all distances 
located approximately 1.8 km; there are 2 aid stations 
at Start Line (1 for 5-10KM and 1 for Half Marathon - 
Marathon) and 1 aid station at Finish Line.

NOTE WHEN APPROACHING AID STATIONS

Slow down when entering Aid Stations. If you do 
not require any products from an Aid Station 
please avoid running to closely to it and blocking 
other athletes getting what they need.

There will be signs along the Aid Station listing 
what items are on offer. Volunteers will also be 
advising what they are holding. Please help the 
volunteers to help you by communicating politely 
as per your needs.

SAG WAGON

The Sag Wagon will collect athletes who are unable to complete the event or are unable to 
finish within the course cut-off time. Athletes will be taken by car to the Finish Line. Should you 
require a Sag Wagon at any time, please wave down a motorbike official and they will contact 
the organizer for Sag Wagon deployment. Alternatively advise volunteers at the nearest 
Hydration Station.

Please note delays in Sag Wagon transport are expected. To assist with a prompt response, 
please do not move from your reported location for the organizers. If you wish to jump out and 
take a taxi or motorbike back, we will take a photo of you being observed as healthy and well. 
If there is a problem outside the course, we WILL NOT ASSUME any liability in this regard.

RULES & REGULATIONS

1. Athletes may run, walk, or crawl.
2. It is the sole responsibility of each athlete to know well and follow the prescribed running 
course. No adjustments in times or results will be made, for any reason whatsoever, for athletes 
who fail to follow the proper course (e.g., if the athlete runs in the wrong direction or runs more 
than necessary, time will not be subtracted from the athlete’s final Race time).
3. Running with a bare torso is prohibited. Athletes must wear shirts throughout the entire race.
4. Athletes are required to dispose of all used items on the course, such as water bottles, paper 
cups, and energy bar wrappers, in designated waste bins at each hydration station.
5. Athletes must wear their issued bib number in front of the athlete’s person and the bib must 
be clearly visible at all times on the run course. Bib numbers identify the official athletes in the 
race. Folding, cutting the bib number, intentional alteration of any kind, or failure to wear bib 
number is prohibited and may result in disqualification.
6. Arrive at least 30 minutes before your start time.
7. Run across all timing mats. Failure to do so will result in DID NOT FINISH (DNF) or 
DISQUALIFIED (DQ).
8. Do not finish in cut off time or do not run across the timing mat at the finish line, the result 
will be in DID NOT FINISH (DNF). Queue in the pen according to your estimated finish time.
9. Start running within 15 minutes after start time. Failure to do so will lead to disqualification 
(DQ).
